The Spring Practicum

All Direct-entry students must complete a spring practicum at Red River College after
completing the Core year in the Developmental Studies Program. The practicum runs
from the end of April to early May to around mid-June. Four weeks of this block are
spent at the work site, and the remaining time is spent in preparation at the
beginning, curriculum activities, meetings, and debriefing.

The RRC WorkPlace Program
